This pump can not operate dry. Dry running will create friction heat
which will damage the pump.

The body pump, the piping and junction areas are under internal
pressure. One must never take off any security or protection, or
unscrew any bolts, because it may induce damage to goods or
persons.

Insufficient control and maintenance may result in accidents to goods
and persons, especially when toxic or dangerous liquids are being
pumped.

Using the pump in an environment requiring a certain level of
protection or an engine and electrically superior components is
forbidden. Please use components meeting environment security
standards.

When a pump is bought without its engine, the coupling with the
engine must respect technical norms and safety rules, including
providing appropriate protections for future couplings, transmission
belts, ...

Before proceeding to any pump dismantling (in case of inspection,
cleaning, maintenance, etc.), preliminary rules have to be taken :
o Turn off the engine and unplug the electric wiring.
o Close the aspiration and evacuation system valves in order to
avoid any flood risk.
o Use appropriate protection for hands and face in case the
pump contains dangerous liquids (acids, solvents, ...)

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TRANSPORT AND STORAGE

Transport

When receiving the pump, please check the packaging condition.
If you remark obvious damages, please proceed as under described:
Accept the product and mention the observed defaults on delivering papers.
Take pictures of obvious damages
Inform the carrier by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt, joining the
pictures taken earlier.

Storage

A pump which is not installed immediately should be stored in a cool and dark room. The
storage should not exceed 2 years. If the pump has been out of operation for a longer
period of time, the vanes should be greased before use to regain optimal suction ability.

Handling

The motor pump dimension does not need special handling equipment. However, if the
group exceeds 20kg, a lifting equipment is required.

Extended stop

In case of long time period pump shut down, empty completely the pump and wash it
thoroughly in order to avoid scales and/or encrustations accumulation.

This will ensure seal and pump durability

It is the user’s responsibility to ensure that washing liquids are compatible with pump raw
materials and substances in process in the pump.

For CMtech pumps use water with soap. If the pump has been out of operation for a longer
period of time, the vanes should be greased before use to regain optimal suction ability.

Warning: Before using the pump for different liquids than those specified upon buying,
please verify that joints and mechanical sealing materials are compatible with the new
product (please contact the company if otherwise).
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ASSEMBLING AND INSTALLATION

Please read imperatively the safety chapter

Group deployment

The pump and its engine must not undergo any constraints (ex.: heavy pipes supported by
the pump).

Do not remove the plugs from the junction orifices before installing the pipes, this is to
avoid any access to the interior pump from any object.

Pipe line installation

Always clean the piping before installing it. Remove the welding chips, flashes, carbon
deposits and rust particles in case of rigid pipes.

Avoid the accumulation of air pockets in the pipe alimentation by having a steady
inclination. Motor pumps can be installed in any position, however engines are designed
for horizontal use (if otherwise please contact the company).

The hydraulic junctions should preferably be made with flexible and rotating junctions.
Their interior diameter has to be compatible with pump flow, the viscosity and the pressure
of the product being pumped (to avoid cavitations and over pressure).

On the suction side, install a straight pipe of 0.6m long without diameter variation (flow
tranquilization area).

On the discharge side install a no return valve.

These junctions have to be done without constraints or charges on the pump. Check that
the joints or seals do not run over the pipes.

IMPORTANT: we advise to use control equipment at the pump discharge: flow control,
pressure indicator, etc. to be able to avoid an unexpected lack of lubricant.

WARNING: The pump must not undergo water hammer.
If the circuit is provided with a fast or ultra rapid closing valve (less than a second), use an
anti water hammer system on the suction pipe.

Generally, the pump is equipped with a security by-pass set for 5 bars full flow (this setting

may be modified on demand). This by-pass must no be used as a pressure discharge
indicator.

First running

Before starting the pump, make sure that nobody could be hurt by this
operation.

Before first installation, verify pipe seals.
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SUPPORT AND MAINTENANCE

Output spindle sealing must be assured by lip seals or mechanical seals made out of Nitryl
or Viton elastomer. One must verify that the product being pumped is compatible with
these materials, if you have any doubts please contact the manufacturer or our company.

After roughly 1500 running hours or after maximum 2 years, dismantle the mechanical seal
and change it.

The engine is equipped with bearings lubricated for life.

While the pump is running, control the rotation speed and the pressure at the pump
discharge. Make sure that the pump rotates regularly without jerks or strange noises.

Warnings

Any assembling or dismantling error may result in pump
malfunctioning.

POMPE POLLARD is not responsible for accidents or damages
resulting from not abiding by these instructions.

Never work on the pump while it is in use.

Assembling and dismantling the pump has to be performed by
experienced personnel who have acquired the necessary hydraulic
knowledge. These employees always have to wear appropriate
protection equipment.

Please work in a clean environment. Keep preciously all fragile parts in their original
packaging. Spare parts have to meet technical requirements defined by manufacturer
which is always guarantied if you original spare parts.

Please check that none of the parts have been damaged during transportation.

While using joints, make sure that you do not damage them by passing over sharp edges,
screwing, etc. Make sure that they are not bent in their slots when being installed.
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Pump dismantling

Unscrew the 6 screws CHC M4 (rep. VIS0012)
Remove the 6 copper joints (rep. JOC0008)
Remove the cap (rep. CHA0018)

IMPORTANT: While dismantling the cap, make sure you have recovered the index
hand (rep. AIG0O003) which assures the stator (rep. STA0006) positioning with the
cap (rep. CHA0018).

Remove the O-ring seal (rep. JOT0011)

Remove the 2 blades (rep. PAL0002) and replace it when reassembling
Remove the rotor (rep. ROT0043) and replace it

Remove the stator (rep. STA0006) and replace it too

Pump reassembling should be made in the opposite order.
